Dear friends,

The history, even the recent one, of our old Europe, teaches us that immolating yourself on the altar of the ideology of non violence you can’t demolish totalitarian regimes.

The only strength of reason of oppressed people has never won on the reasons of the strength of oppressors. Only the courage and abnegation of rebellious patriots, ready to fight with every means against every kind of oppression, brought peace and justice in a continent that was ravaged by ferocious tyrannies for centuries.

The nazism and the fascism were defeated only by the allies’ armies, by the partisan resistant fighting and by the anglo-american war effort.

The Balkanic people freed themselves from the heritage of the Tito’s age only after having reasserted their own national identity in a painful fighting. The staggering soviet empire collapsed after a long and sometime violent conflict, started in the far polish province and then spread in the other dominions.

And the youths Berliners could enjoy, dancing on the ruins of the wall only for the sacrifice of who resisted to the violence of the repressive machinery, even for the support of the free countries.

So no one can delude himself in China, as instead deluded themselves the heroic students that besieged the “Forbidden Town”, that a dictatorship could reform himself and tolerate any kind of transition toward democracy.

No one delude himself in Tibet that the theoricians of “democratic centralism” can even tolerate only a simulacrum of administrative autonomy.

The fight for freedom will be long because the autocrats of Beijing learned from the experience of U.R.S.S. and they won’t repeat the mistakes of the PCUS. A special commission formed by brilliant researchers from the best Chinese universities investigated the reasons of the Soviet Union collapse and proposed to the leaders to adopt effective preventive measures, so effective that they can protract the agony of the regime and give new energy to the development of the country. The social control has been extended, the already weak political opposition was destroyed, the workers were intimidated by mass dismissal, the farmers were deported.

So China became a superpower that the current rates of development destine to dominate the world, imposing her Confucian “oriental values” with her economic, political and financial strength. Even today the Chinese leaders, using commercial seduction and military threat, can heavily influence the decisions of the governments and of the international institutions.

Even USA seems to become more cautious opposing the egemonic will of Beijing, after the manies mockeries performed in the Human Right Council of UNO. Even the request of the American Trade Union to impose some rules to the “made in gulag” import was rejected by the White House to avoid threatening the profits of that multinational corporations that finance the electoral campaign of the president and operate in China.

China is the new and aggressive colonial power that regain the control over Hong Kong and Macao and is going to reconquer by violence the “rebel province” of Taiwan. China keeps alive the border disputes with India and Bhutan, feeds the maoist guerrilla in Nepal, gives nuclear technology to North Corea (via Pakistan), cooperate with the Laos regime, supports the dictatorship in Burma. In a world where you doesn’t need to occupy physically a territory to impose your own domination, China try to become the engine of the development in all the countries of that area to make them dependent from her economic polities, even using the rich and powerful diaspora.

In this framework the pathetic appeal to dialogue and the widespread self-injuring of the Tibetan leaders strengthens the will of power of the colonizers.

Feeding the culture of resignation will lead to even more bloody conflicts in the future, whose responsibility will be of all of us. Instead we have to create a large alliance of the people that fight against the communist regime and give hope to those, oppressed and humiliated, have not yet found the courage to rebel.

So we decided to give you this possibility to meet each other and the millions of Italian workers that we represent hope that you could put the foundations of a unified front of all the political and social opposition, fighting to assert the freedom and social justice in all the countries illegally occupied by the PRC.
